Unit Title: Human Geography and Social Media Length of Unit: ~ 6 weeks

They will use informal research skills from traditional and social media to investigate Latin
America and current issues within Latin America. They will learn how to address people and issues from Spanish speaking
places while continuously honing their presentational mechanics.
