Dear Storm Families,

After all we have gone through this year, it’s hard to believe that this will be the final
Friday Forecast of the 2020-21 school year. While this year presented many
challenges, | can’t begin to tell you how proud | am of our students. Their
perseverance and adaptability during these difficult times is to be commended. With
that being said, | also want to ensure all of our students continue to stay focused and
finish the final three weeks of school as strong as they started this school year. The
focus of this month's letter will be devoted to our Seniors and the various events
taking place up through our Commencement Ceremony on Saturday, May 29, 2021.

Senior Reminders:

Final Days - On May 14, 2021, all Seniors will be provided the option to move to
distance learning for the final two weeks of the semester, so as to potentially avoid
being classified as a close contact with a suspected or confirmed COVID-19 case. We
are offering this as an option because if a Senior is identified as a close contact after
May 15, then they would not be allowed to participate in the graduation ceremony
due to the required 14-day quarantine. Please note that if a Senior is fully vaccinated,
and it has been more than two weeks (15 days or more) since their final vaccination
shot, then they would be released to resume all in person activities as soon as our
Health Services Department has verified their vaccination status. The verification
process typically takes 24 to 48 hours.

Prom - Senior Prom will be held at SEHS on Friday, May 14 and Saturday, May 15
from 7:00 p.m. - 10:00 p.m. for those students who signed up prior to the April 29th
deadline. Please know that tickets are no longer available and walk-ups will not be
permitted to enter the dance. This event is only being offered to current SEHS
Seniors. Outside visitors will not be allowed to enter the dance.

Senior Recognition/Academic Achievement — Invite only - The Senior Recognition
Ceremony will take place on Thursday, May 20 at 6:00 p.m. in the football stadium at
South Elgin High School. Should there be inclement weather preventing us from
having this event outside, then we will shift to a virtual ceremony. The virtual
ceremony will be linked to our school’s web page on Thursday, May 20.

vaccine is approved for ages 16 and older. The Pfizer vaccine requires two doses approximately 4 weeks apart. 15
days after the second vaccination the student is considered protected and will not be asked to quarantine if named a
close contact in class or sports. For example, if the student gets their second vaccine on June 1, they should count 15
days past this, 1+15=June 16th. That day the student is considered protected.

News from the Dean’s Office

Student ID’s: ID’s on lanyards need to be worn upon entering the building and while walking in the halls. This is for
the safety of every student and staff in the building and on school grounds. Students please find a routine and reliable
way to store your ID overnight so that you will not forget it. Thank you for wearing your ID!

Self-Certification: Students will be required to self-certify prior to entering the building. Parents and students can
self-certify for the student. The purpose of self-certification is to ensure your child is not experiencing any of the
following prior to entering the building:
- Chills, loss of taste and smell, body aches, shortness of breath, difficulty breathing, fatigue,
cough, sore throat, diarrhea, nausea, and/or moderate to severe headache.
- Noone in your household is awaiting results of a COVID test

A report will be generated each morning identifying students who have not self-certified and members of our
administrative team will then follow-up with those individuals.

For those students who did not complete the self-certification prior to their arrival, a Dean or Dean’s Assistant will
notify you of this requirement and a phone call will be made home to complete the self-certification process.

- L.D. (worn at all times)
- Fully charged Chromebook
- Personal water bottle
- Headphones/earbuds
- Pencil, notebook, calculator, etc.
